Parks and Recreation Report

Mike Micklasavage, Public Works Manager reviewed his memo regarding how
Public Works Department works in Harrison Township. Mike highlighted points in the
memo advising he takes direction from the Township Committee in supervising
employees engaged in any construction, operation, maintenance or repair of any township
owned facilities, including parks. He has complete responsibility over any public works
functions that are in the parks, including repairs, maintenance to grounds, buildings,
roadways, and landscaping and tree maintenance. He oversees installation of equipment
and gets required permits. When contracted outside the Department, reviews the site
plans. Mike is also the Safety Coordinator for the Township and makes sure they are in
compliance with JIF regulations. Requests the capital items for the parks, suggesting
improvements to and for the parks. With events, the Recreation Commission will put the
event together. but as the Safety Coordinator he will review for compliance and logistics.
Committeeman Spinner summarized stating Publics Works piece is to coordinate the
safety and maintenance of the park, and handles the set up in the park, but not the
plarming and booking of the events, that is done by the full-time Recreation Director.
The Public Works Department has the responsibility of the budget for and maintenance of
the park.
